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Market Healthier in January 

The Toronto Commercial/Industrial market rebounded in January, with 980,355
square feet leased through TREB’s MLS system, Commercial Council Chair Mike
Dosman reported today. “This figure is over double the December total (444,646
square feet), and up 22% from the 801,558 square feet recorded in January 2001.” 

Dosman went on to note that leased prices for Industrial space stood at $5.17 sfn in
January, down 4% from the $5.39 recorded in the same month last year. Other
report highlights included: 

• Lease prices for Commercial/Retail Space between 0 and 5000 square feet was
$11.98 sfn in January, down 11% from December’s $13.53 sfn figure, and down
19% from the $14.74 sfn figure recorded in January 2001. 

• Leased office space in the same size category leased for $9.40 sfn. 

Sales Market Highlights 
In January, there were 64 sales of Industrial/Commercial properties sold through
TREB’s MLS system. Of these, 39 were Industrial properties of all size categories,
which sold for an average of $50.66 per square foot. Non-MLS sources recorded
10 sales, for a total of 1,488,347 square feet of space. The average price of these
properties was $30.27 per square foot. 
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
